Dr. Mohanad Alellam’in bu eseri, “Hafl Zikir” geleneginin sekiz asirlik
tarihini, Naksibendiligin 6zel bir kolu olan “Samitii’z-Zikr” (Sessiz Zikir Ehli)
iizerinden ele alir. Temel savi, bu yolun siirekliliginin, Seriat ile Tarikat
arasindaki dengeyi saglayan “Halvet der Enciimen” felsefesinde yattigidir.
Kitapta zikr-i hafi, kalpten gelen zikir anlayisiyla aciklanir; ticari faaliyet-
lerin bile zikirle biitiinlestigi bir anlayistan sz edilir. Rabita, miirsidin sure-
tinin kalpte yer etmesi ve tam teslimiyetle fena fi’s-seyh anlayisiyla tanim-
lanir.

The Circle of Silent Dhikr

-A Social History of Islam’s Earliest Mystical Fraternity-
Dr. Mohanad Alellam’s work offers a comprehensive socio-historical analysis
of the “Silent Dhikr” (Hafi Zikr) tradition within the Nagshbandiyya,
focusing particularly on the distinct lineage of “Samit al-Dhikr” (People of
Silent Remembrance). The core argument asserts that the continuity of this
path lies in its dynamic balance between Shari‘a and Tariqa, encapsulated in
the principle of Khalwat dar Anjuman—being spiritually immersed in God
while active in society.
Central to this tradition is the practice of Hafi Dhikr: a silent, heart-centered
repetition of “La ilaha illa Allah,” where even daily commerce is viewed as a
form of remembrance. The concept of Rabita—visualizing the spiritual guide
in the heart—emphasizes total surrender through fana’ fi’l-shaykh
(annihilation in the master).
Organizationally, the Samit al-Dhikr path pioneered structural innovations:
geographic fluidity (safar fi'l-watan) and a decentralized network stretching
from Inner Asia to the Balkans.
Three historical phases are mapped:

1. Foundational Era (13th-18th c.): Originating with Baha’ al-Din
Nagshband in Bukhara and institutionalized along the Baghdad-Istanbul axis
through Khalidiyya.

2. Modernity’s Challenge (19th c.): Aligning with the Ottoman
Caliphate against Wahhabism and colonial threats through the ideal of the
“Prophetic Age.”

3. Global Age Strategy: Adapting to digital platforms by forming
“virtual silsilas,” transforming traditional retreats into interactive webinars.
Theologically, it diverges from other Sufi orders through its rejection of
musical ceremonies in favor of meditative heart-attunement, and its urban
tekkes integrated into commercial life.

The work concludes by highlighting Nagshbandiyya’s roles in producing social
capital, political mysticism, and a spiritual economic ethos—presenting a
paradigm of “living institutional mysticism” in Islamic sociology.
